As a member of the Residential Life team, you are expected to uphold high standards of personal and

professional conduct. Student positions in Residential Life might require administrative or physical work

depending on the role, but all staff members are expected to deliver a high level of customer serv

guidelines. Conduct room inspections prior to guest arrival to ensure quality of bedspace.
